TRUMAN (2-1-0): The No. 18 Bulldogs
defeated then-ranked No. 23 Wisconsin-
Parkside Saturday with a final score of 2-
1. Freshman Lars Pottgiesser
(Hattingen, Germany/Gymnasium
Waldstrasse) scored at 33:07 with help
from sophomore Brent Rauch
(Urbandale, Iowa) and freshman
Martin Clayes (Perth, Scotland/St.
Columbus-Napier University).

After UWP tied the score early in the
second period, junior Ricky Vigil
(Crestwood, Mo./SLUH), with an assist
from junior Jared Atwood (Lee’s
Summit, Mo./Lee’s Summit North),
put the ‘Dogs back in the lead. Junior
goalie Adam Johnson (Des Moines,
Iowa/Hoover) recorded his second
career win by making eight saves.
Pottgiesser and Vigil scored last week-
end’s goals too and now lead the team
with two goals apiece.

Sunday, the ‘Dogs faced off against

Lewis University (Ill.) and ended with a
2-0 loss. Johnson had eight saves at the
half, yet Truman trailed 1-0. After little
action in the second period, the Flyers
put another one in with only minutes
left in the game.

SOUTHERN ILLINOIS UNIVERSITY-
EDWARDSVILLE: The Cougars are 1-1
after a commanding 5-0 win against
Ashland (Ohio). Freshman Brian Higgins
leads the team with two goals, both
against Ashland. Other goals have come
from freshman Tim Velten, senior Yuzuru
Takami and junior Brian Horan. After a
12-day break the team will be looking
for action against the ‘Dogs.

UNIVERSITY MISSOURI-ST. LOUIS:
After starting the season 0-2, the
Rivermen are looking for their first win.
In the season opener, freshman Alan
Jujie scored the only goal as UMSL fell 3-
1 to Missouri-Rolla. Against Lindenwood,
a penalty kick by freshman David
Walters would not prove to be enough in
another 3-1 loss.

SERIES RECORD: The ‘Dogs have the all-
time advantage over SIUE with a series
record of 3-2-1, after a final of 2-2 last
season. Truman defeated the Rivermen
with a 2-0 shutout last year in Kirksville
to improve to 10-12-4 all-time vs. UMSL.

COACHES RECORDS: At the end of his
fourth season as head coach of the
Bulldogs, Alf Bilbao has a record of 53-
20-7 (.799). Cougars head coach Ed
Huneke, a graduate of SIUE, has a record
of 123-117-15 in his 14th season.
